2. Pupils shall ride their regularly assigned bus lat a
times. They will board and leave the bus at their
assigned stops unless permission has been granted4lg
the appropriate school authorities to do otherwise.

3. Each pupil may be assigned a seat by the School
Principal, or his/her designee and/or the driver opq.
monitor.

4. Outside of ordinary conversation, classroom conduct
must be observed. Abusive language, obscene
gestures or fighting will not be tolerated.

5. Pupils are to assist in keeping the bus clean by
keeping their wastepaper or other refuse off tberfl
Pupils must also refrain from throwing refuse ofit ooq
the windows. To help keep the bus clean, no faod o
drink is to be consumed on the bus. 22

6. No person shall smoke, light matches or light
cigarette lighters on any school bus or at any schoog
bus stop.

7. No person shall have possession of, consume, or bg
under the influence of alcoholic beverages or dleg
drugs on any school bus or at any school bus stop. »g

8. No pupil shall, at any time, extend his/her head,
hands or arms out of the window, whether the school
bus is in motion or standing still.

9. Pupils must have nothing in their possession that m
cause injury to others.

10. Each pupil must keep his/her books and personal
belongings out of the aisle.

Dear Parents & Student;

Our Computerized Point of Sale Payment System allows you to pay in advance for meals and/or a la carte foods (juice drinks,
snacks, etc.). Students can either pay cash on a daily basis or put money into the system. We strongly urge that students use
the prepaid system. The system allows your son or daughter to enter their 5 digit personal identification number (PIN) into a
pinpad to access their account. The PIN number will stay the same throughout the remaining years your child is enrolled at
Middletown Schools. Please note that this system is very confidential. All students will be required to enter their PIN
number regardless of meal status or payment method, thus ensuring your child’s privacy. It is important for all students
to memorize their PIN number for the beginning of the school year.

All students will have an established debit account, although you will not be required to make advanced payments, advance
payments are encouraged. Advanced payments will cut down on the wait time in line for your child. The system has the
ability to accept cash payments on a daily basis. However, for your convenience, you may wish to choose one of the
following options for making advanced payments. To prevent fraudulent use of student accounts, the system includes
student’s pictures. The digital image will appear on the monitor for the cashier to view every time your child accesses his or
her account, therefore insuring that no other student can use your child’s account.

Money will only be deducted from an account when the student uses the account to purchase meals and/or a la carte items.
The system will know the meal status of your student (full-pay, free, or reduced) and will deduct the correct amount from the
account. There is no limit on the amount of money that can be deposited into a debit account. To make an advanced
payment, fill out the information on the attached prepayment envelope, insert payment and send into school with your child.

Advanced Payment Options

OPTION #1: CASH ON ACCOUNT - A cash debit account is created by making a payment of a certain dollar amount
($5.00, $10.00, $20.00, etc) to the cafeteria or by logging on to www.mpsri.net then select “Quicklinks” to the "Cafe Prepay" link.
These funds are then deposited into your son or daughter’s debit account and are available to your student when purchasing
meals and/or a la carte foods in the cafeteria. The account balance decreases as purchases take place.

OPTION #2: PREPAID MEALS ONLY -- Monies can be designated for student meals only. No snacks or a la carte food
items can be purchased with this payment. Your son or daughter would need to pay cash for any snack or a la carte items
being purchased. To calculate, determine the number of meals you wish to purchase then multiply by price of the meal (see
form below for meal pricing). Please note how many breakfasts and lunches you are purchasing on the check. (This option can
also be selected by logging on to www.mpsri.net then select “Quicklinks” to the "Cafe Prepay" link.

OPTION#3: BOTH: PREPAID MEALS AND CASH ON ACCOUNT -- You may purchase Prepaid Meals and put
“cash on account”. This option ensures that your student receives a lunch and allows him or her to purchase a la Carte foods
as well. When making a payment for both, please state clearly how much money is for prepaid meals and how much is for
“cash on account”. (This option can also be selected by logging on to www.mpsri.net then select “Quicklinks” to the ""Cafe Prepay™
link.

If you choose to submit your payment to your child's school, please use the prepaid envelope supplied by your child’s school.
Make checks payable to: Middletown School Food Services Program. If you are paying for more than one student , fill out a
separate prepayment envelope for each child. If you do not select a payment option, all monies will be deposited under
OPTION PLAN #1 - Cash on Account.
